Data: 

Instead of using the 2009 pre-existing data file, you will use our newly collected classroom data file for this assignment. Navigate to BlackBoard ( Content ( “F2013 Data” and download the data file (F2013_data.sav) and data dictionary (F2013_dictionary.xls). Review these files in detail to get a sense of how the data are organized.
Problems:

Find and report the following information. Refer back to prior tutorials as needed.
1. What percentage of participants reported that they knew at least 7 of the 10 Vocabulary (#36) words on the vocabulary test?
2. Of the “Big 5” personality traits (#23 – #27), which trait(s) had Medians that were higher than their Means?

3. Based on the intercorrelations among the Financial Distress items (#52 - #54), which of these items was the worst?
4. Examine how well fours sources of stress – Parental Rejection (#18), Test Anxiety (#57), Dehumanization (#70), and Stigmatization (#71) – correlate with Depression (#62), Hostility (#63), Happiness (#66), and Fatigue (#77). Which source of stress seems to be the most harmful?
5. Why is it inappropriate to correlate Childhood Environment (#20) with Depression (#62)?

6. Examine whether Religiosity (#45) and Religious Participation (#46) are related to views about political issues, such as TANF, Healthcare, Economic Policies, Drug Policies, Workers’ Rights, and Marriage Equality (#102 - #107). Determine which issue religious people feel most passionate about, and run a multiple regression using the two religious variables to predict views about that single political issue. What is the R-value?
7. You have a male friend who is a neurotic smoker. He has been dealing with a lot of recent anxiety because his controlling father keeps calling complaining about some problem at work. His dad calls again and you are worried he might throw his cell phone. Examine whether the six relevant variables in the data file (Gender #2, Neuroticism #23, Smoking Status #10, Anxiety – Recent #59, Parental Attachment – Control #19, and Paternal Employment Complaints #22) are related to Cell Phone Hostility (#64). Include any of these that have significant correlations in a multiple regression predicting cell phone hostility. What is the R-value?
8. For this question, examine some findings separately by Geographic Region (#9). Which region has the lowest magnitude correlation between Lifelong Exercise Frequency (#83) and being Overweight (#85)?
9. For this question, examine some findings separately by participants’ identified Political Party (#97). Among Democrats, Independents, and Republicans, which group has the highest multiple R when using Conscientiousness (#27), Intelligence (#37), and Emotional Intelligence (#38) to predict frequency of engaging in general Leadership (#110) tasks? [Note. Include all three predictors in this regression analysis regardless of correlations.]
10. For this question, examine some findings separately by Gender (#2). Among men, find every variable in the data file that has a statistically significant correlation with Beardedness (#13) and include them in a multiple regression analysis predicting beardedness. What is the R-value? [Note. Only print the Output for the regression analysis. Do not include the hundreds of pages of correlations]
11. For the remaining questions, do not separate the analyses by group. Which five variables in the data file correlate most strongly with Perceived Attractiveness (#35)? [Note. Do not print this Output]
12. Are the personality variables (#23 - #27) or the attachment variables (#15 - #19) more related to exercise (#82 - #83)?
13. In your opinion, what is the single most interesting correlation in the data file? Report the result in APA style and explain why it is interesting.  
14. Find three independent variables (presumed causes) that correlate significantly with a dependent variable (presumed effect). Then, run a multiple regression analysis and report the results in APA style. 
15. Repeat the previous question, but use an entirely different set of variables. 
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
