Problems:

Find and report the following information. Refer back to prior tutorials as needed.
1. Run t-tests examining Gender (#2) differences in the four measures of Anxiety (#57 - #60). Compute Cohen’s d for each anxiety measure. What is the value of Cohen’s d for the anxiety measure with the greatest effect size?
2. Run t-tests examining whether Gender (#2), Racial/Ethnic Diversity (#4), Relationship Status (#6), Parental Status (#7), Employment Status (#8), Smoking Status (#10), Recycling (#11), Gun Ownership (#12), and Beardedness (#13) are related to the Big Five personality traits (#23 - #27). Which of these variables is most broadly related to personality?
3. Run t-tests examining whether Decision Style (#42) is related to five other variables: Vocabulary (#36), Perceived Intelligence (#37), Perceived Emotional Intelligence (#38), Introspective traits (#40), and Delay of Gratification (#41). What is the p-value for the variable that has the weakest relationship with decision style?
4. Determine which two Geographic Regions (#9) are most highly represented in the sample. Run t-tests comparing whether those two regions differ on nine political variables (#98 - # 106). How many of these nine variables had reliable regional differences?
5. Determine which two aspects of Social Identity (#43) are most highly represented in the sample. Run t-tests comparing whether those two groups differ on the Big Five personality traits (#23 - #27) as well as five more specific traits (#28 – 32). Which of these ten traits had significant group differences?
6. Determine which two Basic Human Needs (#44) were most highly represented in the sample. Run t-tests comparing whether those two groups differ on several indicators of mood (#61, #62, #65, #66) and health (#77, #78, #80 - #88). Which of these 15 variables had significant group differences?
7. Run an ANOVA examining whether people’s preferred Coping Strategy (#62) is associated with Depression (#62) outcomes. Which coping strategies had reliably worse depression outcomes than “Visiting with Friends and Family”?
8. Run ANOVAs examining whether Task Approach (#48) is associated with any of the Leadership variables (#110 - #112). If you were in charge of picking someone to hire for a leadership position, which task approach style would you find least desirable?
9. Run ANOVAs examining whether people’s preferred Political Party (#97) is associated with six political variables (#101 - #106). On which variable do Independents look like Democrats, and on which variable do Independents look like Republicans?
10. Run an ANOVA examining whether anticipated Education Level (#5) is associated with Crying (#61). Which group(s) report crying reliably more than people with a Bachelors degree?
11. What is the most appropriate statistical test for examining whether Preventive Health Beliefs (#89) are associated with Fast Food Consumption (#87)?

12. What is the most appropriate statistical test for examining whether Financial Distress – 1 (#52) is associated with Support for Universal Public Healthcare (#103)?
13. What is the most appropriate statistical test for examining whether Family Attachment (#15) is associated with Physical Vulnerability to Stress (#78)?
14. Find a statistically significant t-test not mentioned in this assignment, and write up the results in APA style. 
15. Find a statistically significant ANOVA not mentioned in this assignment, and write up the results in APA style. 
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
