2) What was the Mode (or Modal values) for Neuroticism?  
3) Based on the histograms, which of the five personality traits most clearly had a normal, unimodal distribution? 

4) Which of the five personality traits had the lowest variability? 
5) What percentage of participants reported Lying rarely or sometimes? 

6) Which variable had a Median that was lower than the Mean?  

7) What percentage of participants scored above the Mean on Extraversion? 

8) Which two of the five personality traits had the strongest correlation with each other? 
9) Which two of the five personality traits had the weakest correlation with each other? 

10) How many reliable (p < .05) correlations were there among the five personality traits? 

11) Which of the five personality traits had reliable correlations with lying? 
12) Do people who are Neurotic tend to be more Conscientious or less Conscientious? 

13) What participant was most disagreeable? 

14) Mercedes scores high on Neuroticism, high on Extraversion, low on Openness, low on Agreeableness, and high on Conscientiousness. Is she likely to lie more or lie less than other people? 
15) Booker is cool under stress, relaxed, and happy-go-lucky. He is also shy, has few friends, and prefers to avoid social activities. When engaging in conversation, he tends to avoid arguing and debating, as he would hate to say anything that might hurt someone’s feelings. Is he likely to lie more or lie less than most people?
