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Questions:

1) What were the main themes, controversies, and take-home messages of the readings? To what extent do you agree or disagree with the authors’ conclusions, and why? 

2) Overall, how would you assess the quality of patient decision-making in the healthcare setting?
3) Drawing upon this week’s and prior readings, how might we improve patient decision-making?
4) Research in this domain often focuses on decision making at the level of the individual patient. To what extent are other levels of analysis important (dyads, triads, families, work, communities) for understanding health decision making? 
5) Research in this domain often focuses on treatment decision making. In reducing the burden of health conditions (e.g., heart disease, cancer), to what extent should we focus on earlier decisions (e.g., health promotion behaviors, screening, early intervention) or later decisions (post-treatment survivorship care, end-of-life care)?
