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Questions:

1) What were the main themes, controversies, and take-home messages of the readings? To what extent do you agree or disagree with the authors’ conclusions, and why? 

2) What is “socioeconomic status (SES)” and how would you measure it?
3) What is the evidence of rising economic inequality? What is the evidence that SES, race, ethnicity, and other sociodemographic variables are related to health disparities?
4) What are the potential pathways by which social circumstances affect health?  
5) What is the potential contribution of social psychology to understanding and reducing health disparities? What prevents social psychology from having a greater impact?
