1) What were the main themes, controversies, and take-home messages of the readings? To what extent do you agree or disagree with the authors’ conclusions, and why? 

2) How can psychological practitioners contribute to providing better healthcare? For example, how can psychologists contribute to reducing the burden of cancer, heart disease, obesity, and other chronic and life-limiting conditions?
3) How can research-oriented psychologists contribute?  
4) How can psychologists contribute to redesigning healthcare systems?

5) If you were designing a PhD program in health psychology, what training would you prioritize?
