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A. Review of PCORI Priority 1
· Assessment of Prevention, Diagnosis, and Treatment Options (40% allocation)

· “Comparing the effectiveness and safety of alternative prevention, diagnosis, and treatment options to see which ones work best for different people with a particular health problem”

· What do we call this? CER, PM, or PCOR

· Possible tension between CER and PM

B. Relevance Across the Health Continuum
· Misconception: PCOR is focused exclusively on one-time decisions (e.g., Treatment A or B) made by patients, in the context of disease
· Reality: Decisions can be continuous and complex, occur in a family context, and can occur as any stage of the healthcare continuum
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
