Make-up Assignments

There are two make-up assignments available, A and B.  You can choose to do none, one, or both.  Each of these assignments can replace a missing assignment or low grade.  Scores on these assignments cannot count against you; they can only help you.

Make-up Assignment A

Devise a study guide for the (make-up) final exam, covering content from each section of the course.  The study guide should consist of 15 test questions that you might expect to appear on the final.  All questions should be typed, and include a true-false or three-option multiple-choice format.  Mark the correct answer to each question.  Include a cover page.

Make-up Assignment B

This assignment uses the SPSS data file.  You will be asked to perform several operations.  Please refer to past assignments for instructions prior to seeking additional help.

Include a coversheet, and attach your Output as an appendix.  You will have substantial freedom in the analyses you choose to run; do not re-run analyses you’ve already conducted previously in this course.

Below there are 6 types of analyses you will need to conduct; each type of analysis is in a different box.  You can skip one of the types entirely, one whole box.  If you hate t-tests, skip the chunk of items on t-tests, #11 and #12; if you hate correlations, skip items 7-9, etc.  

1-3. Choose three categorical variables.  Report the percentage of participants choosing each option.  (6 points)

4-6. Choose three continuous variables.  Report the mean and standard deviation for each of the variables.  (6 points)

7-9. Conduct three correlations of your choosing.  Report the results in APA style, indicating the correlation, the p-value, whether the result is significant, what the result means, and how big of an effect size is present.  (6 points)

10. Conduct a multiple regression using three significant predictors.  Report the results of the multiple regression in APA style, indicating the R-value, the R2-value, the p-value, what the results mean, and the effect size.  (4 points)

11-12. Correctly conduct two t-tests.  Report the results in APA style, including the t-value, df, p-value, Cohen’s d, what the result means, and the effect size.  (4 points)

13-14. Correctly conduct two ANOVA.  Report the results in APA style, including the F-value, the df values, p-value, and what the results mean.  (4 points)
